This full time course is designed for students who are keen to develop their knowledge of tourism
and/or hospitality management in an international context.
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The course comprises core modules in European Events Management and International
Hospitality Management & International Tourism. In addition students will develop their English
speaking, reading and writing skills. Cultural awareness classes introduce concepts of language
and culture, in particular focussing on British history and traditions. Students will also undertake a
work placement in a local tourism or hospitality organisation.
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Students will follow the modules throughout the year for 30 weeks as follows:
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> European Events Management (exercising responsibility and decision making processes
in the context of event management, evaluating and reflecting on facilitating a tourism

/hospitality event) 20 credits
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> International Hospitality Management (analysing factors affecting demand for hospitality
services, applying a range of management techniques within the international hospitality
industries, demonstrating an understanding of operational requirements in the hospitality
industry) 20 credits
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> International Tourism (examines and analyses the theories and practices of tourism
management; explores the functions of management within the context of the international
tourism industry and examines management issues involved in different aspects of the

tourism business) 20 credits
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» Academic English (developing knowledge of, and skills in, the application of academic
English) 20 credits
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» Cultural awareness (British history & society, customs and traditions, rights &
responsibilities, cultural visits, introduction to English law, equality & diversity, health &
safety) 20 credits
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> Dissertation 20 credits
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» Study Skills & Tutorials ( developing academic study skills, study skills support, regular
meetings with a pastoral support tutor)
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Entry requirements: Students should have completed 3 years University study in China, majoring
in tourism or hospitality. A minimum IELTS score of 5.5 is also required.
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Assessment: Student achievement will be demonstrated by successful completion of a
dissertation based on the core modules and the work placement.
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Start date: September each year Duration: One academic year
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Tuition fees: £4500  (Original price was £5500 include £1000 scholarship just for Huzhou
students who apply this course, so the tuition fees finally is £4500)
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Progression: Students successfully completing this Diploma will be awarded a Bachelors Degree
from Huzhou University. They are then eligible to apply for admission to relevant Masters Degree
programmes at UK universities.
